A veteran crew from the 452nd Bomb Wing, which was a California-based reserve unit stationed around Long Beach. When they were mobilized for the Korean War, the unit flew its B-26’s all the way across the Pacific Ocean into the battle theater. This aircraft is from the 731st Squadron of the Wing. It was attached to the 3rd Bombardment Wing upon arrival in Japan. On June 25, 1951, the 731st was redesignated the 90th Bombardment Squadron (Light – Night Intruder) and absorbed all aircraft and personnel of the 731st. The 90th BS (L-NI) operated from Iwakuni Air Base, Japan where the 3d Bomb Group had moved in July 1950 from Yokota Air Base, Japan.
