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LIEUT. DON MORGAN HANSELL, 
    A.S.A., and Serg. William P. Maxwell,
both of Flight “B”  90th Aero Squadron, 
First Survelliance Group, stationed at Sanderson, Tex., were instantly killed in a crash at 7.30 o’clock on the morning of April 16, 1920, on the aerodrome, Sanderson, Tex.   Curiously enough, the Army and Navy Air Service Association received from Lieutenant Hansell application for membership dated April 15, his letter reaching the office of the association on the same day with the sad news of his death.

     Lieutenant Hansell enlisted at Jefferson Barracks,  April 25, 1917.  He was promoted to Corporal on June 10th and Sergeant on June 16, 
1917.   Transferred to Scott Field on August 10, 1917, assigned S.M.A. , University of Texas for training on February 9, 1918, he was commissioned 2d Lieutenant, R.M.A., on August 29, 1918 and assigned to Call Field. On October 16, 1919, he was rated Airplane pilot.
